In line with the FIBA International Regulations, players with diabetes may obtain a Therapeutic Use Exemption (TUE) on condition that the appropriate and duly completed Standard TUE application form and the form below (both available on the FIBA web site) as well as the players’ medical files are sent to the FIBA headquarters confirming that they do suffer from this condition. 
Sending this application in advance will mean that in the case of a urine analysis proving positive, the suspension and risk of sanctions against the player can be avoided.
